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Abu Jamil Street: As Israel’s
hail of bombs fell down on
Gaza, this stirring documen-
tary followed four men, unde-
terred from their dangerous
work in the tunnels.Clinging

on to a reluctant goat whilst 6 feet underground, and
inches from Israel’s deafening bombs, one digger some-
how manages a laugh. Full of black humour, and also
offering outstanding access, this doc brings a fresh voice
to an old conflict. Available in HD. (52 mins, Ref 4835)

CRIPS - Strapped n’ Strong:
In this jaw-dropping insight
into the Dutch branch of the
Crips gang we meet:‘Main C’
- fresh out of jail, and fighting
to get out of the gang to be a

father; ‘Santos’ - lying low and hoping to "become some-
body" again; and leader ‘Keylow’, who holds all of the
cards. Pulsating with a hip-hop soundtrack, this is a mile-
a-minute insight into the workings of the criminal mind.
