His band turned out to be a one hit won-
der and Cindy has spent the last 25 years supporting an
alcoholic husband who lives in her basement,  urinating
in coffee cans. An ode to the dysfunctional family. (52/73

Stone Silence: Amina is
stoned to death for infidelity.
Before the dust has settled her
community, those guilty of
her brutal killing, is already
closing in on itself.
